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WILDLIFE Biologists study the distribution, abundance, habits, life histories, ecology, mortality factors, and economic values
for the management and conservation of birds, mammals, and other wildlife. Wildlife biologists conduct surveys, determine
conditions and problems affecting wildlife, restore or develop wildlife habitats, regulate wildlife populations, and control diseases.

A career in wildlife requires serious preparation and long hours of hard work to acquire knowledge and skills; there is strong com-
petition for positions and a dogged determination is necessary to keep your goals in sight. Summer or seasonal experience is
important to help you learn about the areas of Wildlife that interest you as well as to provide practical experience to complement

your academic studies.
